Due to time and set up, an act is defined as a single or solo (1) person.

This contest is for single vocalists only.

Non-vocalists ae ineligible.

An act may auditiomnly once.

Due to time and saip, personal accompaniment will not be allowed. Acts auditioning
should have a CD with background music (no main vocals) ready.

Acts may sing acapella if they wish.

Division:
All acts will compete in one division and must be 16 yesrage or older by July 1, 2008he
Racine County Fair Idol Contest is an amateur singing competition meant in the spirit of fun,
entertainment and as a showcase for local music enthusiasts. The titleioE"Raunty Fair Idol"
carries no contractual or endorsement obligations or rights.
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Eligibility:
This contest is open to all amateur entertainers 16 years of age (§sDf2R0J and older.
Entrants do NOT have to be a resident of Racine County ¢o.ent
Professional (union musicians or those whose talent is a principle source of income) are not
permitted to enter.
Persons who have been convicted of a felony and/or crimes against people or property are not
eligible for the competition.
Employees othe Racine County Fair are not permitted to enter.
If you are a finalist, you must be avdila on all dates listedluly 23, July 25 and July 246 the
evening. Each event starts at 7pm. Finalists are to be checked in by 6:30pm.

Auditions:

The contestonsists of thee parts: Auditions, Semifinals, and Finals.

Auditions date iduly 16 with a start time of 80pm, registration at 6:00 pm

All acts must audition in person.

Auditions may be in front of a live audience.

Audience members are encouragedhlserve and positively support all contestants. All

lyrics must be memorizedno props, prompters, or note card may be used

Acts may not accompany themselves with an acoustic guitar, pianos or electric instruments.

Semifinals:

Entries will be eliminaté down to 12 acts selected from all auditions to advance to the
semifinals on Wednesday, July 23, 2G& pm at the Racine County Fair.

The twelve semifinalists will be chosen by a panel of judges. All judges decisions are final.



Finals:

Entries will be eliminated down to 6 acts selected from the seatsf held on Wednesday, July
23 to advance to the finals on Fridajly 25, 200&t 7 pm at the Racine County Fair. The six
finalists will be chosen by audience vote.

Results will be announced the saevening as competition, announced results are final.

Winner:

At the Finals on Friday, July $saudience vote will determine whidcdi the six finalistswill be the
2008Idol.

Winner will be announced at the finals and will be expected to perforfoltbeing

evening.

General Rules:

Admission and parking:

Those 12 individuals who are selected to advance to the semi finals and the 6 finalists will
receive entry into the fair on the date of semifinals or finals. Pai&ifrge.

Dressing Rooms:
Dressing rooms are not available. Please plan to use public restrooms for your audition and/or
semifinals, and/or finals.

Personal outfit or clothing:

The Racine County Fair is a family event. Any profanity or sexually suggeastaterial on
either clothing Fshirts will not be allowed. Inappropriate attire or song lyrics will not be
allowed. Judges will have the right to disqualify.

Judging:

Judge's decisions are final and scores orayay not be released to the competifects
will be judged by a panel of judges.

Acts will be judged on:

-Voice
-Strength in high and low register
-Pitch
-Holding note when necessary
-Tone

-Stage Presence

-eye contact

-facial expressions

-body language

-connection with audience

-appropriateness of attire
-Entertainment Value

-Song choice in relation to act's voice

-memory of words/ melody

-interpretation of music
-Overall Impression

-Is this person an opening act?

Semifinals and Finals on July 23 and July 25 will be selected by audience vote by
ballot, which will be available thanight of theperformance. In the event of a tie, ties
will be broken by the flip of a coin in the presence of two or more Fair officials.



Time Limit:
Time limit is four minutes (this includes aspoken introduction by the act). Points will be
deducted for acts going overtime.

Song Selection:

Selection should be a country song genre or cross over song.

The song selection should have originated as a country song. (For example, if a countoycatis
performed "Stairway to Heaven" that does not qualify it as a country song) Questionable selections
will be at the discretion of the judges and Contest Chairperson. Entrants may sing a medley of
country songs, but must remain within the 4 minute timé. If sound amplification is necessary,

all acts are required to use the sound system and sound technician provided by the Racine County
Fair.

The Fair will provide microphones and compact disc player.

Recorded accompaniment:

Vocalist may use recded accompaniment, provided drdains instrumental accompaniments
ONLY; some background singing may be allowed on the recording but will be at the discretion of
the judges.

Only a CD will be usedno cassette tapes. If a "seffade” CD will be used, pdse bring a baek

up additional CD with you. Because of the quality deviations in CD recorders, not -aH axisf

CD's are readable on all machines. Commonly, those made on-R™ @il work, but no

guarantee can be made.
